Day 25: Genesis 13:1-18: Abram and Lot Separate; God’s Promise
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In the beginning God...

Abram returns to Canaan: calls upon the name of the LORD
Great possessions: land could not support both Abram and Lot; result is strife

Abram offers choice of land to Lot: living by faith, generous, unselfish: 2 Cor.
4:18; 5:7; Phil. 2:3

Lot chose the best land: self-seeking, self-gratifying, and unwise choice to dwell
near Sodom

| give you and your offspring forever: all the land that you see
Innumerable offspring: as the dust of the earth

Abram settled by Hebron: built an altar

Assignment:

Contrast the selfishness and covetousness (lack of faith) of Lot with Abram’s

trust in God. Have you ever chosen what seemed “better” or easier, only to
regret it?

Read Acts 3:25-26 and 2 Cor. 71.20. Consider how all the promises of God find
their yes in Christ.

(Paul Washer: “God gives
his best to those who leave the choice with him”)
