For I have chosen ( lit. known) him: that he may command his children and 
household after him to keep the way of the LORD: Neh. 9:7-8a 
 
Outcry against Sodom and Gomorrah great: their sin is very grave: 
Gen. 13:13; Ezek. 16:49-50 
 
Assignment:  
Is anything impossible for God in your life? Do you trust his word more than your 
circumstances?  
 
 
 
Why did God let Abraham know in advance of the judgment on Sodom and
